Originally chartered as Ashmun Institute, the 
University was re-named Lincoln University in 1866 in 
honor of President Abraham Lincoln.

Ninety seven percent 
of Lincoln students receive some form of financial assistance 
through scholarships, grants, loans, and work study. Students 
are encouraged to apply early for maximum consideration. To 
receive federal, state, or certain institutional aid, you are required 
to complete the Free Application for Federal Student Aid (FAFSA). 

The application can be completed online at fafsa.ed.gov 
beginning October 1. Once completed, students will receive a 
federal Student Aid Report (SAR). To avoid delays in processing, 
students are encouraged to link their family’s federal tax 
information to the FAFSA through the IRS Retrieval tool.

Named in part for Horace Mann Bond ʼ23 and the eighth president of the 
University, the scholarship provides full tuition, fees and textbooks 
for students enrolling in a variety of programs at Pennsylvania state-
related institutions or universities in Pennsylvania’s State System of 
Higher Education (PASSHE). The Commonwealth of Pennsylvania has 
funded the scholarship since 1983 and restructured it in 1998 to attract 
highly qualified students to Lincoln’s pre-professional programs and to 
increase the number of graduates entering professional degree programs 
in Pennsylvania universities.

Deadline: The application deadline is April 18 of each year.
